1. Scouts fill out the "Application For Merit Badge" section & additional 
applicable sections (labeled 1 on the example) 

2. Scouts have the "Application For Merit Badge" section signed off by 
a Scoutmaster/Assistant Scoutmaster prior to beginning working on 
a badge (labeled 2 on the example) 

3. Scouts complete the work required for that merit badge 

4. The Merit Badge Counselor will fill out the applicable portions on 
both sides of the card. (labeled 3 on the example) 

5. The Merit Badge Counselor may or may not keep the "Counselor's 
Record" section of the card. (Counselor dependent) 

6. Bring the blue card to a Scoutmaster/Assistant Scoutmaster to 
have them sign off on the "Applicant's Record" section of the card 
(labeled 2 on the example backside) 

7. Present the blue card to the Advancement Chair to have checked, 
recorded and to receive your merit badge (labeled 4 on the example)
