Equipment Needed

¢ Friday, Oct 16™ We’ll leave PROMPTLY at 6:00 PM - (Be at church no later than 5:45 PM.)
Cabin is a 2.5 hr drive. Electronic entertainment is allowed en route, but not on site.

e Saturday Oct 17" — we will leave the cabin at 9am for a 45-60 minute drive to the top of White Top Mountain and hit the trail
at @10am. There are 3 distances that the Scout can opt to take —

o 18 miles — this qualifies for 2" Class requirement 1b with some trail review with a leader
© 33 miles — this cost $10 bucks more and you have to wait an hour for shuttle pick up
o 50 miles — ready for Shatley Springs

We do have Scouts and Leaders that are planning on doing the 50 miles. If your Scout chooses a shorter distance; encourage them
to bring a book or their Scout Handbook to keep them occupied while waiting for the others to return, a leader will be with this

group.

Follow 54 West to Graham to 140 West. Stay on 140 through Greensboro and take Exit 206 140 Business/421North to
Kernersville/Winston-Salem. Take Exit 6B to merge onto US 52 NORTH towards Mt Airy (BE VERY CAREFUL - this exit is not
well marked and comes up quickly in a series of close exits — you can easily miss it). Stay on US 52 North and merge onto 1-74
West and then merge onto I-77 North toward Wytheville, VA. Once in Virginia, get off at Exit 14 Hillsville/Galax. Turn left at the
bottom of the ramp onto US 221/58 West for approx 20 miles. As you cross over the New River Bridge be in the LEFT lane, at the 2™
Left Hand Turn Lane you will need to make a U-Turn and head back EAST on US 221/58, immediately get in the RIGHT lane and
Turn RIGHT at the first road on the Right — Collinswood Rd (the road looks like gravel but it is actually paved. Proceed to the top of
the mountain and turn RIGHT onto Mid-Ridge Lane, follow to the end, we are in a cul-de-sac 285 Mid Ridge Lane, Independence
